We have sandbags at the ready if you need further supplies and we are also offering a free bulky waste collection
service for residents who have been affected by internal flooding and wish to dispose quickly of carpets or furniture
items. Residents should contact the council’s customer services team. (Residents should take photographs of the
damaged items and clear disposal of them with their insurance companies before disposal).

We would strongly advise encouraging residents to report their flooded properties via the County Councils Flooding
Page on the website in order to ensure and future help can be directed towards them.
